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One of our greatest fears we have about
the many diseases today is that for some
there is no remedy and little treatment. It is
a fear known very well to those who suffer
from AIDS, cancer, etc. People during Jesus'
day had no idea when leprosy would strike.
They only knew the ugliness and contagious-
ness of the disease.

It is what we do with our fears that chal-
lenges and defines us. Fear of the unknown
can paralyze us in thought and action. We
can become stuck in our ignorance and either
avoid the truth or disguise it in some way.
Jesus offers us a way to become unstuck.

Through the Sacrament of Reconciliation
Jesus heals in us the imperfections that sepa-
rate us from Him. When we celebrate the
Sacrament of Eucharist, we gather and reaf-
firm our belief in a community of believers.

I invite you to spend some time in the
presence of Blessed Sacrament on February
19th and allow God the pleasure to love you
in a special way as you lay yourself at the
feet of His Son, Jesus. If you can’t make it
on this day, we have Holy Hour each
Wednesday from 7—8 pm.
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On Thursday, February 19th, we will
once again participate in a Day of Eucha-
ristic Adoration for the Year of St.
